“People sometimes forget that they are paying for your ideas, your
expertise and experience,” she says. “It is sometimes hard to let go and
understand that even though you can’t see where it’s going, I can. That’s
what I'm there for”
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Slane says that one of the most satisfying parts of her job is watching
the clients when they see their new space for the first time. “It is
wonderful when it is all over and they really, really love it and it works
and functions the way they want,” she says. That’s the best part, when
they see what a difference you have made and realize that that’s why they
hired you.”

Good design is cost effective

A generation ago, people used to think that hiring a designer was only
for the wealthy, but these days that is not the case. She says that even
those on a budget would do well to remember how costly some mistakes
are. Many people, she says, are overwhelmed by their high ceilings or
open floor plan but try anyway to decorate it themselves. Only after
spending a great deal of time and money do they realize that hiring a
professional in the first place would have been the best thing to do.

“You can get a lot of advice in a short time,” she says. “And remember,
we're talking about your home, the place where you should feel your
most comfortable and at-ease. What could be more important
than that?”
